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The Minor in Art History adds to a student’s Major Degree study, introducing courses and content in art history. Students study a
broad survey of art history, then pursue an interest in specific art history topics.

The Minor in Art History requires 21 total credit hours including required courses Art 2101, Art 2102, Art 2103, and 12 credit hours of
Art History elective courses with program approval.
