and the PreK-Age 22 endorsement on an lllinois Professional Educator License (subtest 195 and 196).
e  Principal Licensure Only (ELPP): Leads to a principal license (only) on a Professional Educator License: Requires completion
of the Training in Evaluation of Certified Personnel and passing Content Area Tests for Principals (subtests 195 and 196).
